Data Reporting
DataLINK offers direct access 

to California K-12 schools and 

districts’ connectivity data and related information. Districts, 

county offi ces of education, regional and state agencies can 

download standard and custom reports showing the types of 

connections that schools and districts use to reach the Internet 

and its resources, the bandwidth available, etc.

In its next release, DataLINK will be expanded to permit 

correlation of data between the connectivity database and 

a variety of datasets, including school performance and 

demographic information. By aggregating K12HSN and other 

publicly available datasets, the K12HSN will facilitate access to a 

wealth of education and technology data.

The Network Diagnostic Service (NDS) is a FREE diagnostic and 

consultation service provided to California schools by the K12HSN. 

This service aims at improving the effi ciency of school networks to 

help them take full advantage of the benefi ts of their connection 

to the Network.

A preconfi gured diagnostic appliance is sent for placement on the 

school’s network during the process. This loaned appliance uses 

industry best practices and master confi guration fi les to analyze 

and diagnose the network for effi ciencies and potential issues.

K12HSN then produces a detailed report and consults with the 

school to identify priorities to be addressed. Next steps are jointly 

determined to ensure the analysis and diagnostic information is 

put to best use.
